I would like to make a few reminders for the troop and patrol leaders. First is the interim patrol meeting. Each patrol should have a meeting between now and the second weekend of our course. This meeting should be set at a location and time that all members of your patrol will be able to attend. The goals of this meeting should include the preparation of your patrol project. Each patrol needs to make sure that all of the expectations and requirements for the patrol project are met. Information on this was given at the Patrol Leader’s Council Meeting, you should have a handout in the Patrol Leader’s Notebook. If you have any questions on this please send me an email. Second, Patrol Leaders need to review the information for the second weekend. This was given to you at the Patrol Leader’s Council meeting and was to be discussed at the patrol meeting during Sunday’s troop meeting (Remember we cut that meeting from the schedule to keep on time because of the rain?). This information includes the schedule, menu, equipment (both provided by the Quartermaster and additional equipment you might want to bring), and arrival time. Third, you can use this meeting time to discuss any ticket concerns with your Troop Guide.
Posted on the course webpage is an electronic template for your Wood Badge ticket. It is not required that you use this template and type your ticket, but I highly recommended it. As you develop your ticket please keep in mind the SMART system. If you have any questions regarding your ticket or the ticket process, please do not hesitate to ask your Troop Guide. If they can’t answer your questions, they will find an answer for you!

One of the reasons I like the two weekend format of 21st Century Wood Badge is that you can take the information that you learned and that we discussed in the first weekend and start to apply the concepts in your home unit, work, and life. I am interested to hear how you have done this when we talk the second weekend. Remember to work diligently; our second weekend will be here fast!
